Elena Gnesina (1874-1967) - an outstanding
musician, teacher, composer and music and social
activist. She founded a number of schools named after
the Gnesins.

In 1895, Elena Gnesina together with her sisters
established a college which over the 72 years of her
management became a ‘music training centre’. For
almost 130 years the college has been preparing
musicians honouring Russian art all over the world.

The name of Gnesina became a symbol of the
Russian system of music education. Today, the model
‘school-college-university’ created by Gnesina is
acknowledged to be one of the most efficient models
in the world practice.

Alexander  Vishnevsky (1874-1948) was an
outstanding Russian and Soviet surgeon, professor,
pioneer of domestic neurosurgery, Doctor of Medical
Sciences, and a full member of the USSR Academy of
Medical Sciences. He was awarded the State Stalin
Prize of the 2nd degree. Vishnevsky founded a dynasty
of renowned surgeons, invented a famous liniment, and
developed new anaesthesia and septic wound treatment
methods. He was the author of the Vishnevsky Triad
and over a hundred of other inventions.

The Vishnevsky Triad is a combination of three
methods he developed, specifically local anaesthesia by
the creeping infiltrate method, novocaine blocks, and
bandages with the Vishnevsky liniment. The method
involved infiltration of tissues along the nerve with a
weak solution of novocaine with adrenaline. Alexander
Vishnevsky discovered that, in addition to analgesia, the
anaesthetic also reduced inflammation and accelerated
tissue healing. The anaesthetic eliminates pain, and the
liniment containing birch tar, xeroformium and castor
oil prevents the development of pathological flora in
wounds and causes local irritation thus promoting
tissue healing. Efficiently healing soldiers’ wounds, this
method saved many people during the Second World
War.

The Church of the Ascension of the Lord at the
Nikitskie Gates (the Great Ascension Church) is an
Orthodox church of the central deanery of the Moscow
Eparchy (Diocese). It is located in the Presnensky
District of the Central Administrative Okrug of Moscow
(36 Bolshaya Nikitskaya Street).

First, in 17798-1816, a narthex was built with two side
chapels, currently accommodating the altars of the
Mother of God icon Joy of All Who Sorrow and Saint
Nicholas. In this narthex, the wedding ceremony of the
poet Alexander Pushkin with Natalia Goncharova was
held on 18 February (2 March) 1831. The main part of
the church was erected in 1827-1848.

The building is constructed in the Empire style.
The basis is a monumental rectangular structure
(a quadrangle) decorated with side porticoes,
accommodating side chapels of the Meeting of the
Vladimir Mother of God icon and the Beheading of
St. John the Baptist.

Despite the fact that the church was officially named
the Church of the Ascension of the Lord at the Nikitskie
Gates, people generally knew it as the Great Ascension
Church, in contrast to the Small Ascension Church,
an older church built in 1634 and officially named as
the Church of the Ascension of the Lord in Nikitskaya
Street in the White City (today, 18 Bolshaya Nikitskaya
Street).

In the congregation of the church, there were
representatives of the intelligentsia, nobility and
merchants living in the closest vicinity.

During the reconstruction of the church, builders
discovered the foundation of the bell tower demolished
in 1937. On this foundation, a new 61-meter bell tower
was built on the west side of the church in 2002-2004.

The Novotorzhsky Saint Boris and Gleb Monastery is one of the oldest
Russian orthodox monasteries. It was founded by Blessed Efrem around
1038 during the reign of Yaroslav | Vladimirovich, the Great Prince of
Kiev. The name of the place is associated with the names of the Russian
princes Boris and Gleb in whose honour the first church was built.

The first and oldest church in the Novotorzhsky Saint Boris and Gleb
Monastery was made from stone and had one altar. In 1784, it was decided
to dismantle the old stone church and build a new one. The construction
of the new cathedral three-altar Boris and Gleb church was launched in
the presence of the Empress Catherine Il, who laid the first cornerstone
with her own hands on 9 June 1785.

The warm stone Presentation Church with a bell tower was built in 1620
on the site of the ancient wooden church. In 1879, an altar in the name
of Saints Joachim and Anne was arranged on the left side of that church.
Between the Presentation Church and the rector’s cells there is a small
stone church which was probably built in 1717. On the site of the former
stone church of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, a church above the
holy gates in the name of the Holy Mandylion of Edess with a bell tower
with three tiers was built in 1804-1811. Thanks to the tall and slender
bell tower, the whole monastery looks majestic. The Candle Tower built
in 1809 became the last construction of the Novotorzhsky Boris and Gleb
Monastery. Two stone chapels were built in the monastery. The first one
appeared in 1811 directly in the monastery. The other one, located near the
Tvertsa River, was donated by the City Council in 1807.

Siberian grouse (Falcipennis falcipennis), a declining
species of a bird in the family Tetraonidae. It is endemic
to Russia and inhabits sub-montane and montane
coniferous forests of Eastern Siberia and the Far East.
The negative trends - from the reduction in the Siberian
grouse population to its complete extinction across the
periphery of its range in Yakutia, the Amur and Sakhalin
Regions, the Khabarovsk and Primorye Territories — are
consequences of the economic development of these
territories, concomitant deforestation, wildfires, and
hunting. The threat of a further decline in the species
population persists due to the intensified industrial
development of the Far East and Eastern Siberia.

The Russian Academy of Sciences was established
by the order of Emperor Peter | according to the
Decree of the Governing Senate issued on 28 January
(8 February) 1724.

The foundation of the Academy of Sciences was
directly associated with the reforms implemented
by Peter | to strengthen the state and its economic
and political sovereignty. The Emperor was perfectly
aware of the role of science and people’s education
and culture for the country’s prosperity. Laurentius
Blumentrost, the personal physician to Peter |, was
appointed as the first President of the Academy. The
Academy quickly became one of the leading scientific
institutions in Europe.

The Academy carries out research and provides
academic advising for research conducted in the
Russian Federation.

On 8 July 1974, the Soviet Government adopted
the resolution ‘On the Construction of the Baikal-
Amur Mainline’. The construction of the railway was
carried out in extremely difficult climatic conditions.
The railway runs through mountain ranges, rivers,
and permafrost areas. The BAM is part of the Eastern
railway network and the shortest route to the Pacific
Ocean that crosses the territories of the Irkutsk and
Amur Regions, Trans-Baikal Territory, Buryatia, Yakutia,
and the Khabarovsk Territory. After the BAM was
brought into service, Russia got an infrastructure for
the international transit transportation system and
enhanced the potential for economic development
of Siberia and the Far East. Today, the BAM plays a
key role in increasing the railway freight traffic in the
eastern direction, opening up fast-growing markets of
the Asia-Pacific region for Russian companies.

Alexander Pushkin (1799-1837) was a Russian poet
considered the founder of modern Russian literature
and the creator of the modern Russian literature
language.

In his early verses — a poet of the lyceum brotherhood,
admirer of freedom, joy, grace and intelligence; in his
early poems - a singer of love and freedom: Ruslan
and Ludmila and the romantic poems of the ‘southern
cycle’ The Prisoner of the Caucasus, The Fountain of
Bakhchisaray, and others.

With a wide variety of the genres and styles he
created (including the ‘unadorned’ prose of The Belkin
Tales, the story The Queen of Spades and other
works predating the development of realistic writing),
the delicacy, elegance and fineness of his verses,
the sophistication and strength of the characters he
created, ‘enlightened humanism’, and the versatility of
his poetic thinking and personality, Alexander Pushkin
was destined for greatness in Russian literature that
was recognised, owing to his talent, at the global level.

The verse novel Eugene Onegin depicts the lifestyle
and the inner world of the typical character rejecting
Byronism and the mode of life of the upper-class
society of the capital and provinces. In this novel and
his many other works, Pushkin addresses such issues
as individualism and the boundaries of freedom.

He was the first to identify (in poems, plays and
prose) many key problems of Russian literature of
the 19th century, quite frequently involving tragic
confrontation and intractability - people and
authorities, the state and the personality, the role of
a personality and people in the history: the tragedy
Boris Godunov, the poems Poltava and The Bronze
Horseman, and the novel The Captain’s Daughter.
In his philosophical lyrics of the 1830s, the so-called
‘little tragedies’ (Mozart and Salieri, The Stone Guest,
and the Covetous Knight), Pushkin complemented the
topics of friendship, love, poetry of life, recognition of
creative works, and memories he always addressed in
his verses by the fundamental issues of the meaning
and justification of life, death and immortality, salvation
and moral purification.

The Republic of North Ossetia - Alania is an
important tourist destination of both regional and
federal significance. Its natural resources are a
significant factor promoting the development of the
recreational activities, such as sanatorium treatment,
mountain climbing and tourism.

Ingushetia is the youngest republic of the Russian
Federation. It is located on the northern slopes of the
foothill of the Main Caucasian Range, in its central part.
Its capital is Magas.

In 1921-1924 Ingushetia formed part of the Mountain
Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic (Mountain
ASSR). In 1924, when the Mountain ASSR collapsed,
Ingush Autonomous Region was formed. On 4 June
1992, a law was adopted to establish the Republic of
Ingushetia within the Russian Federation.

Ingushetia is an agricultural and industrial, mostly
rural, republic. The leading area of agriculture is
livestock breeding. Favourable weather and climatic
conditions as well as the availability of pastures and
hayfields promote the development of meat and dual-
purpose cattle breeding, sheep breeding and goat
breeding in mountainous Ingushetia. Crop production
is focused on the growing of grains (wheat, buckwheat,
etc.), sunflower, vegetables and potatoes. The republic’s
industry is represented primarily by the oil extraction
sector. Oil production accounts for 74.6% of the overall
industrial production. Food industry is the second most
important sector.

Forests (mostly mixed broad-leaved ones) which
include valuable wood species (beech, oak, plane tree,
etc.) are Ingushetia’s important natural resources.

The keel of the first Russian universal nuclear
icebreaker Sibir (Project 22220) was laid down
on 26 May 2015. The icebreaker was launched on
22 September 2017.

General characteristics of the Project 22220 Sibir
icebreaker are as follows: overall length - 173.3 metres;
overall beam - 34 metres; height to upper deck -
15.2 metres; power - 60 megawatts (on propeller
shafts); operational speed - 22 knots (open water);
designated service life - 40 vyears; and crew -
54 people.

Currently, three Project 22220 nuclear icebreakers,
namely Arktika, Sibir and Ural, successfully operate on
the Northern Sea Route (NSR). These modern vessels
are key drivers of the sustainable development of
navigation in high-latitude regions. Project 22220
nuclear icebreakers will be instrumental in facilitating
year-round navigation in the eastern sector of the NSR
water area.

The Order of the Red Star was established on
6 April 1930 as an award for outstanding achievements
in defending the USSR in both war and peace and
for actions in ensuring national security. The Order
of the Red Star was awarded for courage and valour
demonstrated when performing the military or service
duty, for accomplishments in developing military
science and technologies, in training personnel for the
Soviet Armed Forces, etc.

The authors of the approved version of the Order of
the Red Star were artist Vasily Kupriyanov and sculptor
Vladimir Golenetsky. The Order represents a five-
pointed star covered with red enamel. In the middle
of the Order, there is a shield with an image of a Red
Army soldier wearing an overcoat and a budenovka hat
and holding a rifle. The inscription ‘TponeTapun BCcex
cTpaH, coepmHsanTecb!” (Workers of the world, unite!)
surrounds the shield, and the inscription ‘CCCP’ (USSR)
is at the bottom. Under the shield, there is an image of
a hammer and a sickle. The Order was made of silver.

The first recipient of the Order of the Red Star was
Soviet Marshal Vasily Blyukher. He was awarded on
13 May 1930 for preventing the Chinese provocation at
the Chinese Eastern Railway in 1929.

During the eleven years before the war, this Order
was awarded 22,000 times and during the four years
of the Great Patriotic War - almost 3,000,000 times.
Between 1930 and 1991, the Order was awarded around
3,870,000 times in total. The same person could be
awarded more than once. The cases when a person was
awarded two, three, four, five and six Orders were quite
common.

Boris Safonov was a guards lieutenant colonel and
the commander of the 2nd guards mixed Red Banner
regiment of the Northern Fleet Air Forces. He became
the first twice Hero of the Soviet Union during the
Great Patriotic War.

Senior lieutenant Safonov started his military track
record on the third day of the war, on 24 June 1941, by
shooting down a lone He-111. After that, he won multiple
victories. This was due to his excellent knowledge of
the plane and tactics which Safonov devised himself.
Staying in the ‘blind zone’ behind German bombers
where air gunners could not reach him, he approached
the enemy no closer than a hundred metres and
tried to destroy the gunner firing at him first. Then,
he shot up the enemy’s unprotected plane from the
rear hemisphere. By the end of the first summer of
the war, Safonov won 11 personal victories in 32 aerial
battles and was awarded two Orders of the Red Banner.
On 16 September 1941, captain Boris Safonov was
awarded his first title of the Hero of the Soviet Union.
By spring 1942, Safonov became lieutenant colonel
and an experienced commander of tens of experienced
pilots. On 30 May 1942, lieutenant colonel Safonov was
killed when he was driving off German bombers from
the PQ-16 caravan during an aerial battle. Several days
before, on 27 May 1942, the flying ace was awarded the
Gold Star medal for the second time. On 14 June 1942,
he was posthumously awarded the title of the Hero of
the Soviet Union.

On 14 (26) October 1898, in Moscow, the
performance of Tsar Fyodor loannovich was the
inaugural production of the Moscow Art Theatre
(MAT), a new open theatre created by Konstantin
Stanislavski and Vladimir Nemirovich-Danchenko.

In his speech addressed to the troupe
before the opening of the Moscow Art Theatre,
Stanislavski said, ‘Do not forget that we are
striving to illuminate the gloomy life of the poor,
give them happy and beautiful moments in the
darkness around them. We are trying to create
the first reasonable and moral public theatre, and
dedicate our lives to this ambitious goal.’

As conceived by the founders of the MAT, its
main task was to search for the ways to stage
new dramaturgy that outgrew the old theatre.
It was planned to work with dramas written by
Chekhov, Ibsen, and Hauptmann.

The true birth of the new theatre, according to
its founders, was the production of the Seagull by
A. Chekhov. It was the production of Chekhov’s
plays that helped create a new acting system,
which defined the theatre of the 20th century,
and formulated new principles of directing,
creating a ‘mood’, and the general atmosphere
of a theatrical performance. For the first time in
the history of the world theatre, the MAT affirmed
the important role of the director as the author
of a performance who interprets a play according
to the specifics of his creative vision. The MAT
was the first to formulate and test the techniques
of the Stanislavski system, which were to become
the basis for the training and education of actors
throughout the world.

On 8 December 1999, Russia and Belarus signed the
Union State Treaty to establish the Union State as a
new stage in uniting the peoples of the two countries
into a democratic state governed by the rule of law.

Around 100,000 Perm residents worked in the rear.
They continuously manufactured military and civilian
products.

Perm made and sent to the front more than 13 million
mortar shells, around 3 million propellant charges for
the Katyusha multiple rocket launcher, over 10 million
pairs of knee-high boots and helmets and 650,000
telephone sets. Every third artillery shell was equipped
with an artillery fuse manufactured in Perm. All military
planes built during the war were provided with fuel
injection equipment made in Perm. Two-thirds of all
propellant charges manufactured by Russian powder
enterprises during the war were made in Perm.

During the Great Patriotic War, nine enterprises were
awarded 11 orders and six enterprises received Red
Banners for perpetual storage.

During the Great Patriotic War, Perm hosted a
significant number of enterprises and cultural and
educational institutions evacuated from Leningrad.

Samara was awarded the honorary title City of
Labour Valour for the great contribution of its residents
to the Victory in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945,
uninterrupted manufacture of military and civilian
products at industrial enterprises and people’s labour
heroism and commitment.

Samara (former Kuibyshev) made an enormous
contribution to the Great Victory. During the Great
Patriotic War, it was Kuibyshev that became the
‘auxiliary capital’. It hosted many institutions that were
evacuated, such as the Government, the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR, many ministries called peoples’
commissariats, the entire diplomatic corps, the Bolshoi
Theatre of the USSR, the All-Union Radio Symphony
Orchestra, the Leningrad Drama Theatre. Before the
war, Kuibyshev was a small town with population of
390,000 people. However, in September 1941 it was
inhabited by around 700,000 people as it accepted a
great number of evacuated people.

Moreover, around 1,500 organisations, including
60 major industrial enterprises, were evacuated to the
Kuibyshev Region. Soon after the war began, Kuibyshev
completed the construction of Russia’s largest
aviation complex on the basis of aircraft manufacturers
evacuated from the western regions of the USSR.

During the war, around 20 major industrial
enterprises manufacturing weapons for the Victory
operated in Kuibyshev. For example, during the war, the
mechanical plant manufactured 20,000 armoured hulls
for 1I-2 and 4,000 armoured hulls for 1I-10. In addition,
the plants manufactured around 16,000 various armour
protection components for planes. During the war,
Kuibyshev made more than 36,000 military planes,
every fifth air bomb and every third artillery shell.
Thanks to the labour heroism of Kuibyshev’s residents,
the city’s enterprises had ramped up the output of
industrial products 11 times by 1945 as compared with
1940.

Many city enterprises received government awards
for their feats of labour and were honoured with the Red
Challenge Banners of the State Defence Committee
multiple times.

Saratov was exposed to the enemy’s bomber aviation
which seriously damaged the city’s enterprises. Given
that, Saratov’s residents had to carry out large-scale
repair works in addition to mandatory planned tasks,
often putting their lives at risk.

Being a military and industrial, logistics and medical
centre closest to Stalingrad, Saratov played a very
special role in the victory in the Battle of Stalingrad.

Tomsk was awarded the honorary title City of Labour
Valour for the great contribution of its residents to
the Victory in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945,
uninterrupted manufacture of military and civilian
products at industrial enterprises and people’s labour
heroism and commitment.

During the war, Tomsk accepted and hosted over
30 evacuated enterprises and more than 50,000
evacuated people. As many as 20 Tomsk-based
hospitals started to provide medical aid to the wounded
already during the first months of the war. During the
Great Patriotic War, they cured over 100,000 people.

Tomsk enterprises manufactured engines for tanks,
planes and submarines, gas masks, rail sleepers,
manometers, binoculars and power and telephone
cables. A match factory manufactured an incendiary
mixture for Molotov cocktails. The Tomsk sewing
factory manufactured military shirts, underwear for
soldiers, gloves and overcoats.

Every fortieth mine that exploded at the enemy’s
feet was made in the vicinity of Tomsk. Two-thirds of
all mines and shells extracted from the ground were
detected by using mine detectors made in Tomsk.

The settlement at the location of today’s Toropets
was initially named Krivit, Krivich or Krivitensk derived
from the name of the Slavic tribe of the Krivichi who
lived there in the 7th-13th centuries and was, later on,
renamed Toropets derived from the name of the Toropa
River which means a fast-flowing river in the Slavic. The
town was first mentioned in the Laurentian Chronicle
back in 1074 in connection with the name of Saint Isaac
the Recluse of the Kiev Caves. Until the 12th century,
the town was part of Novgorod and then became
part of the Smolensk Principality. From the middle
of the 12th century, Toropets was the centre of the
principality of the same name. Its first ruler was Prince
Mstislav Rostislavovich the Brave. In the middle of the
14th century, Toropets became part of the Grand Duchy
of Lithuania. In 1503, the town was recaptured by the
Russian troops and became the centre of the Toropets
Uyezd (district) founded in the same year. In 17708-1719,
the town was part of the Ingermanland Governorate.
In 1719-1722, it merged into the Velikiye Luki Province
of the Saint Petersburg Governorate. In 1777, Toropets
became the chief town of the Pskov Viceroyalty and
existed in this status until 1927 when the Toropets
District was formed in the Leningrad Region. In 1935,
the Toropets District became part of the Kalinin Region
(renamed the Tver Region). Today, the Toropets District
is part of the Tver Region.
